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The design of the Irish Federation of Pike Angling Clubs (IFPAC) emblem 

(Designed by Ray Bergin)
· The colours Green, White and Gold being the National colours of Ireland.

· The Shamrock, internationally recognised as the symbol of Ireland, reflecting the introduction of Christianity to Ireland by St.Patrick, Ireland’s Patron Saint.

· The four shamrocks in the emblem represent the four provinces of Ireland (Ulster, Leinster, Munster and Connaught and that the IFPAC’s membership is drawn from the whole island of Ireland)

· The Shield shape of the emblem reflects the Federation’s aim of defending and protecting pike angling and the pike species in Ireland.(The Shield is edged in Gold reflecting the value of the pike resource to the future generations of Irish anglers)
· Reference to Pike in its Latin form represents the long history and importance of the pike species in this country.
